Day 2 Our first stop this morning is at the Tennessee River Freshwater Pearl Farm and Museum.  The Pearl 

Farm is home to the only freshwater pearl culturing farm in the United States.  We’ll take a tour of the 

facility that will show us the fascinating process of culturing pearls.  The Museum also has many displays 

and exhibits telling you more about the pearls.  This afternoon we’ll make our way to Clarksville, 

Tennessee for a two night stay 

Day 3 Today we explore the Clarksville area.  A tour of the Fort Campbell Military Base – home of the famed 

101st Airborne Division’s Screaming Eagles – begins our day.  We’ll tour the Don F. Pratt Memorial 

Museum and view the various aircraft, military equipment and monuments on display.  Our guide will also 

take us to a Tobacco Farm.  We’ll learn about Clarksville type 22 tobacco from the farmer, view the 

process and learn about the influence on the economy.  Tonight a special event – a private candlelight 

dinner at the Smith Trahern Mansion followed by a Civil War Ball – get your dancing shoes ready! 

Day 4 Today we journey into Kentucky!  Our first stop is in Bowlit the museum you can see all years, makes, and 

models of this famous car.  We’ll also have time for a walking tour of the Corvette Assembly plant.  On the 

tour you’ll see the assembly process from beginning to end.  After lunch we’ll make our way to Bardstown, 

Kentucky for a two night stay.  Tonight we’ll enjoy Stephen Foster – The Musical at the beautiful 

amphitheater at My Old Kentucky Home State Park. 

Day 5 Our day will be spent enjoying the Bardstown area.  We’ll visit the Trappist Monastery, My Old Kentucky 

Home State Park, Old County Jail, and Heaven Hill Distillery with a step-on guide.  Tonight we go back 

to the Park for another Broadway-style performance. 

Day 6 Our travels today take to the Land Between the Lakes – Grand Rivers, Kentucky.  We’ll enjoy lunch and 

shopping at Patti’s 1880 Settlement and this evening we’ll see a show called “Variety!  Memories, Music 

and More” at the Badgett Playhouse.  Overnight in Grand Rivers.
